8th Grade Course Registration for HHS:
8th Grade teachers have completed their recommendations for the courses that

incoming 9th graders will take at the high school next fall. Grade 8 teachers made
recommendations in School Brains for ALL students currently enrolled in HPS middle
schools, regardless of where they plan to attend next school year. All 8th graders are
now selecting electives for 9th grade at HHS. This process will continue for the next
several weeks during the WIN block with Mrs. Crowley. Students will choose 7-10
electives to have backup selections in case a class is not available. The Guide to
Choosing classes was sent out to 8th-grade families last week, and all students have
access to it in the 8th Grade School Counseling Google Classroom. Please be sure to ask
your student about their choices. Parents/Guardians can also log in to the parent portal
in SchoolBrains to view what your student chose under Course Recommendations.
The CTE and HHS Classical Academy will schedule their classes once a student has
accepted placement to their programs.

We are writing to share that representatives from the Essex County District Attorney’s Office
will visit Nettle Middle School during the first week of February to provide age-appropriate
presentations on technology safety.
The presentations will be delivered to Grade 5 and Grade 6 students. The goal of the sessions
is to help students better understand safe, responsible, and informed use of technology and
online spaces.
At Nettle Middle School, the sessions are scheduled as follows:
Thursday, February 5

e Grade 5: 8:39-9:31

e Grade 6: 9:33-10:25

Our multilingual learners have begun the ACCESS for ELLs assessment, the annual English
language proficiency test used in Massachusetts. ACCESS measures how students are
progressing in four language areas: listening, speaking, reading, and writing — it helps us
understand their English language growth so we can better support them in school.
Massachusetts DESE+]

This test is not meant to cause stress — it is simply a measure of where your child is in their
English language development and growth.

To help your child be ready:
Please ensure your student comes to school with a fully charged Chromebook every day.

If you have questions about the ACCESS test or your student’s testing schedule, feel free to
reach out to your child’s ML teacher.

Thanks to your efforts, we have seen great improvement. However, we still have many
students arriving at school without their bus badges, and we need your help to keep
strengthening this routine.

The bus badge is essential for student safety. It allows us to confirm when a student boards
the bus and provides critical information if they do not arrive at school in the morning or
home in the afternoon. This helps us respond quickly and ensure the safety of each child.
Please continue to talk with your child and check each morning to make sure they have their
bus badge before leaving for school. Your partnership truly makes a difference.

Please also remember that bus badges are costly to replace. If a badge is misplaced, please
make every effort to find it. If it cannot be located, stop by the office, and we will assist you in
ordering a new one.

Please take a moment and inspect your child’s Chromebook—you may already notice the
everyday wear and tear, or it's been lost. With daily use, accidental drops, spills, or damage are
almost inevitable. Unfortunately, replacing or repairing a school-issued Chromebook can cost
hundreds of dollars.

To protect families from these unexpected costs, Haverhill Public Schools offers the Device
